
• Take in Louis Trichardt the N1 towards Polokwane (Pietersburg).
• Turn 4 km out of Makhado / Louis Trichardt to the left, R578 to Gyani and 

Elim. 
• After about 18 km, you will arrive at the 4 ways crossing in Elim (you will 

see a shopping mall on your right hand side with e.g. a Spar supermarket, 
go straight in the direction of Gyani.

• After about 8 km kilometres take the turn off to the right to 
Riverplaats/Mashamba. (This is a dirt road).

• Turn to the left at the T-junction in the direction of Mashamba.
• You will pass the river and after about 600 hundred meters you see the Art 

gallery of John Baloyi. If you have time it’s really worth to visit his Art 
Gallery. John passed (car accident) away a few years ago but his wife 
keeps the gallery running with art work from John and other artists.

• Continue following the dirt road. 
• Turn the first road to the right in the direction of Tshivhuyuni. Here you will 

see the first brown sign of Thomas Kubhayi Wood Carving next to the road. 
• Follow this road a few kilometers until the first road on your right hand side. 

Turn to the right here. You will see the Art and Craft school of Thomas on the 
right. 

• If you want to visit his house and gallery follow the road and the signs.

Route description to Thomas Kubayi

1 Shopping Mall e.g. Spar 
2 Stop street (school for the blind)
3 The road is going up here
4 Stop street: turn right onto dirt road
5 Art Gallery of John Baloyi
6 Art School of Thomas Kubayi
7 House and Gallery of Thomas
